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Liturgical Modifications During Flu Season. In order to help prevent the spread of illness during the flu season,
Bishop Jaime Soto has asked that the following temporary changes be made in our liturgical celebrations:

I We are asked to stop the distribution of Holy Communion in the cup.

Il. You are encouraged to receive Holy Communion in the hand rather on the tongue.

Il The Sign of Peace offered without shaking hands. ( Smile or nod your head)

IV.  We are asked to dispense with the holding of hands during the “Our Father.)

V. Those who distribute Holy Communion should cleanse their hands with antiseptic solution before and
after administering the Sacrament.
VI. Ministers of the Eucharist who visit the sick and the homebound should observe the same precautions.

The Obligation to attend Sunday Mass does not apply to those who are ill. These are temporary changes which are
necessary to follow until the danger of flu season is past.
